Disconnect the power supply cord before carrying out
any cleaning or maintenance activities. It is important
to clean and/or replace the filters at appropriate
intervals as grease deposits build-up increases the
risk of fire. Do not operate the extractor hood without
grease filter.

Cleaning the appliance body

o Clean the extractor hood using warm detergent solution
and a soft damp cloth. Wipe dry with a lint-free cloth.

e Avoid using corrosive or abrasive products that could
damage the surface.

Light replacement (Fig.9)
Replace the light bulb with another which has the
same characteristics as a higher voltage bulb could
damage the electrical unit.

e Removing and replacing the lights:

o Use a cross-head screwdriver to unscrew the screws
of the fixed top glass panel, take off the glass panel,
and then use the cross-head screwdriver again to
unscrew the screws of the lamp glass assembly. Push
it to the right to the lamp glass assembly, pull out the
interlocking connection piece, and the lighting lamp
can be taken out.(Fig.9).

o Replace a new set of light assembly. Note: For
purchase of spare part, please check with your local
Rinnai Customer Care Centre for assistance.

o Reverse the procedure for refitting.

This appliance is intended for domestic use and household environment only. The
appliance is designed to eliminate unpleasant odours from the kitchen, Do not use the
hood for other uses than its specific purpose. Do not leave the appliance unattended
during operation.

This appliance may be used by children over the age of 8 years old and by persons with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capacity or by persons with a lack of experience or
knowledge if they are supervised by someone who is responsible for their safety or have
been instructed in how to use the appliance safely and have understood the risks
involved in not using it properly. Children must not play with the appliance. Cleaning and
user maintenance must not be performed by children unless they are over 15 years of
age and are supervised.

Intended Use Operation Instructions

Lighting Key -&- : Press this key to turn on the light; press again to turn off the light.

Gestural Control &3 : In standby or off state, waving from left to right across two gesture modules will
sequentially cycle through the following speed settings: High - Turbo Fry - Low - High - Turbo Fry... The lighting
will turn on simultaneously when waving. However, if the fan is already running, waving from left to right across
the two gesture modules will sequentially cycle through the above speed settings without affecting the lighting
status. In any state, waving from right to left across the two gesture modules will power off the device.

Interlocking Key = : 1. Code Matching: First, turn on the stove. When the range hood is in standby mode,
press and hold the interlocking key for 2 seconds to enter the code matching state, and the interlocking key will
flash. Within 60 seconds in the code matching state, if the range hood receives a valid interlocking address sent
by the stove, all interlocking keys light up, and the buzzer sounds for 1 second, the code matching is
successful. At the same time, the interlocking function is directly activated, and the fan starts to operate at high
speed.

2. If the range hood does not receive a valid interlocking address, the code matching will fail and it will
automatically exit the code matching state and enter the standby state.

3. In the code matching state, all keys except the lighting key, standby key and linkage key are invalid. Press
and hold the standby key for 2 seconds to turn off the device. Press and hold the linkage key for 2 seconds to
exit the code matching state and return to the standby state.

Operation Instructions

To achieve better air extraction, we recommend you to swith on the blower a few minutes before starting to cook.
Leave it on for approximately 15 minutes after cooking or till all cooking smell is completely removed.

Switch control

Note: Touch the push buttons gently to operate this appliance.
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On/Off O : When the device is turned off, press this key to enter the standby state. In standby mode, if there are
no other key operations within 2 minutes, it will automatically shut down. In the delayed shutdown state or
standby state, press and hold this key for 2 seconds to enter the shutdown state. When the fan is in operation,
press this key once to enter the 3-minute delayed shutdown state. Press and hold this key for 2 seconds to turn
off the machine directly.

High-speed/Boost mode key % :

High speed gear

1.When in standby or Fan Speed mode, press this key to run in high speed mode.

2.If there is no operation within 2 minutes in the standby state, it will enter the shutdown state (excluding lighting).
3. When running at high speed, press this key for 2 seconds to enter the Boost mode. After 3 minutes in the Boost
mode, it will enter the high speed mode.

4. When running in high speed mode, press the power button once to enter the 3-minute delayed shutdown state
in high speed mode.

5. When the high-speed gear is running, turning off the high-speed gear will not change the status of the lighting.
When in standby mode, press and hold the power button for 2 seconds to turn off the device.

Boost Mode

1.In the Boost mode, the Boost gear is running.

2.When the Boost mode is running, pressing the Fan Speed mode key will enter the Fan Speed mode operation.
3. When running in high speed, it jumps to the Boost mode. After running in Boost mode for 3 minutes, it enters
high speed.

4. In standby mode, press and hold this key for 2 seconds to jump to the Boost mode. At this time: If you press
the low gear key, it will enter the low gear. If this key is pressed, it will enter the high-speed gear. If this key is held
down for 2 seconds, it will enter the standby state. Pressing the power button will enter the high-speed 3-minute
delayed shutdown state.

5. When in standby or Boost mode, press and hold the power button for 2 seconds to turn off the machine.

Fan Speed key 5 : 1. In standby mode, touch this key to run at Fan Speed. If there is no operation within 2
minutes in the standby state, it will enter the shutdown state (excluding lighting).

2. When operating at Fan Speed, pressing the high-speed/Boost gear key will enter high-speed operation. Press
and hold the high-speed/Boost mode key for 2 seconds to enter the Boost mode. After 3 minutes of operation in
the Boost mode, it will enter the high-speed mode.

3. When running at Fan Speed, press the power button once to enter a 3-minute delay shutdown state at Fan
Speed.

4. When operating at Fan Speed, turning off the Fan Speed does not change the status of the lighting.

If you press the power button for 2 seconds in standby mode, the device will turn off.

Heat Clean Key ¢ : While the device is powered on, long press this key for 2 seconds to activate the Heat Clean
function: the heating module will work for 10 minutes, then the fan will run at high speed for 1 minute before
returning to standby mode. While the Heat Clean function is active, long press Heat Clean key and on/off key for
2 seconds to turn off the Heat Clean function.

height level. Align bracket center at vertical line
(see D).

e Mark the center of the bracket holes and drill ¢ 8
mm holes. Insert wall plugs in the wall.

e Secure mounting bracket firmly using 4 (four)
ST5 x 50 screws provided.

o Fix the inner duct to mounting bracket using 2
(two) M4 x 8 screws provided (Fig.6).

e Fix the outer duct to mounting bracket using 2
(two) M4 x 8 screws provided (Fig.6).

o Fix the outer duct to the hood body using 2
(two) M4 x 8 crews provided (Fig.6) ESlide the
outer duct downwards and ensure that it is well
seated on the hood body.

e From bench top (see A), draw a horizontal line
above minimum installation height level (see B).

e Mark a reference point at C. Repeat this step on
the other side.
